Summertime is coming and there 
are many provisions for summer 
that you may want to know about.  
 
If you are considering a pool (please 
note that no in-ground or above 
ground semi-permanent or permanent 
structures are not allowed.)  children's 
pools are allowed as well as small 
portable wading pools.  If you choose 
to put these pools up for the summer, 
there is a pool fee due of $50 for the 
cost of the water to fill the pool.  The 
pool fee shall be sent to Conway Man-
agement before the pool is set up.  
ACC approval is necessary and you 
can find the form on the web site. 
Pools are allowed from Memorial day 
(May 31) until Labor Day (Sept. 6).
