
For those who have not heard or seen, there is a new trash pick-up  
schedule for some of our residents.  The new scheduled started in the 
month of  February. You can find the new schedule at 
http://www.baltimorecountymd.gov  On the left side of the screen under  
“Most Requested Services” you will find the “download trash schedule”.  
If you click on that link, it will ask you to fill in your address and you are 
able to download the trash and recycling schedule for your location.   
 
For those who previously had a Saturday morning pick-up, most have 
now changed to a Wednesday morning pick up for trash.  Recycling is 
still separated for the community.  Some residents have a  Thursday 
morning pick-up while others have a Friday morning recycling schedule.  
Please make sure to place trash / recycling out NO EARLIER than   
6 PM the night before. This reduces snacking critters and helps to main-
tain a clean and beautiful community.  
 
As a reminder, the recycling center will no longer be accepting  recycling 
in plastic bags.  All recycling must be placed in a container not to exceed 
34 gallons.  You may also use a cardboard box but it will be taken as part 
of the recycling.   
 
If you have purchased a container that meets this description, you can 
find adhesive stickers displaying the word RECYCLING at your local 
library to mark your container.  All recycling can be placed in the same 
container and will be collected every week.

We 
are in the process of making sure all of 
the by-laws are up to date and that any 
changes be made that are necessary be-
fore we post them, please know it is in the 
works.  We also intend to  place paint col-
ors and such on the web as a reference 
source.

We are seeing many more issues with 
juice boxes, soda cans and snack wrap-
pers being left in common areas.  
Thanks in advance for your support in 
keeping our neighborhoods clean! 
As per Baltimore County, trash must 
be placed in cans no larger than 34 
Gallons with tight fitting lids which 
are NOT attached to the can by any 
means (chains, tie wraps, cord) Cans 
may not weigh over 50 lbs. when full 
or they will not be taken. Cans may be 
placed out after 6 PM the night before 
pick-up and must be returned to your 
yard the following day after pick-up.
