
Many people may not know that we live in the Gunpowder Watershed.  A watershed is 
an area of land where all of the water from rains, streams underground springs and other 
sources run into the same place.  In the case of Seven Courts, that area is ultimately the 
Chesapeake Bay.   
When this area was developed, the importance of the natural flow of wandering streams 
was not recognized.  Often developers would build over existing waterways or replace 
them with wide concrete channels to help funnel water more directly toward the end-
point of the systems.  This often resulted in surrounding land being saturated too 
quickly, puddling, flooding and land erosion in the developed areas.   
There is now an effort under way through several organizations to enhance our local 
waterways and surrounding community properties into a healthier and more sustainable 
harmony.  As a community that is affected by this, we are easily able to help reduce the 
amount of standing water (and mosquitoes and pests) with a few simple solutions or 
weekend projects.   
Some residents here have noticed that they have standing water issues when there are 
heavy rains or large snow melts.  There are many ways to alleviate the impact of water 
runoff in our community.  Gunpowder Valley Conservancy is a nonprofit organization, 
which sponsors information, free educational seminars, volunteer opportunities  for 
stream watch (adopt a stream) and tree planting in common areas. GVC helps residents 
better manage their own personal property as well as common waterways by planting 
rain gardens, installing rain barrels and gaining a basic knowledge of our stream sys-
tems and how they work.   
The GVC has many events and workshops to help local residents build their own rain 
gardens, plant water hungry plants in strategic locations and to better understand how 
the surrounding streams and springs may impact our own property.  On March 13th, 
there will be a Build Your Own Rain Barrel workshop (a charge for the Rain Barrel is 
associated with this workshop for the purchase of a rain barrel) and on March 20th there 
will be a Stream Watch Training.  All residents are welcome to attend to get more infor-
mation on these events as well as information on planting and maintaining a rain garden.

REVISED GUIDELINES AND PROCE DURES FOR EARLY KINDERGARTEN ENTRANCE  
Eligibility:  Parent(s) /guardian(s) may request early admission into kindergarten if a child turns five (5) years 
of age after September 1, 2010 and no later than October 14, 2010.  The Guidelines for Early Admission into 
Kindergarten states requests for early admission to kindergarten will be accepted beginning January 15, 2010.  
June 1, 2010, shall be the deadline for a written request.  Following a parent conference, testing will be 
conducted and a decision made on whether the child meets the criteria for early admission.
