Please remember to clean up after 
your pets.  Pet waste is increasing at 
an alarming rate.  It is harmful to the 
environment, and  your neighbors!  

Please be diligent in removing pet waste 
from common areas, and your own back-
yard. Should this continue to be a prob-
lem we may investigate the option to  hire 
a pet waste removal company and in-
crease the Association Fees to cover the 
annual costs.    
 
An updated copy of the Community by-
laws will be coming to the web site. We 
are in the process of making sure all of 
the by-laws are up to date and that any 
changes be made that are necessary be-
fore we post them, please know it is in the 
works.  We also intend to  place paint col-
ors and such on the web as a reference 
source. 
 
Please pick up after yourself and remind 
your children to do the same.  We are see-
ing many more issues with juice boxes, 
soda cans and snack wrappers being left 

in common areas.  Thanks in advance 
for your support in keeping our 
neighborhoods clean! 
 
CORRECTION!!!!!!!!!  
As per Baltimore County, trash must 
be placed in cans no larger than 34 
Gallons with tight fitting lids which 
are NOT attached to the can by any 
means (chains, tie wraps, cord) Cans 
may not weigh over 50 lbs. when full 
or they do not have to take them. Cans 
may be placed out after 6 PM the night 
before pick-up and must be returned to 
your yard promptly the following day 
after pick-up.

The Perry Hall Plan 
For the last 7 years the Perry Hall 
Improvement Association has 
been fighting for the county to 
institute an organized plan for  
stabilization and improvement led 
by the County Zoning office.  The 
Perry Hall Plan  has finally  
become a reality.   
On Thursday Oct. 8th, The kick 
off for the  Plan Commission met 
at the Perry Hall Library.   
Residents from all over Perry Hall 
filled the PH Library conference 
room to standing room only.   
After a brief introduction,  
residents split into 6 groups and 
took to maps of Perry Hall with 
pens in hand.  Residents  
expressed the need for residential 
expansion had been met.   
One of the largest areas of con-
cern was for the dilapidated Perry 
Hall Square Shopping Center. 
Several residents expressed the 
desire for Trader Joes to join the 
retail group, though the need for a 
facelift is evident if the commu-
nity wants to be able to attract this 
kind of higher profile business.   
Other concerns came along the 

lines of open space and the need 
for a new Senior High School in 
the area.  Residents have been 
pushing for a new High School 
for years and have continually 
been denied by the Baltimore 
County Council. 
There was also talk of the need 
to reface many of the buildings 
along Bel Air Road.  This is the 
largest gateway for our  
community and many residents 
feel that if it is left to decline, it 
will be a misrepresentation of 
the wonderful neighborhoods 
here in the Perry Hall area.   
During discussions of what was 
needed, several residents ex-
pressed concerns that while the 
opportunity for younger chil-
dren are ample, they are having 
a challenge finding safe areas 
for Junior high school students 
to gather.  Some residents sug-
gested an area for basketball and 
perhaps a skate park that might 
connect to areas for younger 
children and perhaps even a dog 
park to make it more family 
friendly.  Residents expressed 

ideas of finding avenues for in-
expensive family  entertainment 
that could involve the whole 
family in one central location.  
There were ideas springing up 
from everywhere and even the 
thought of a parking area for 
young and old alike to display 
their new and old cars and fund 
relations between car buffs of all 
ages.   
Overall, the meeting was a fan-
tastic opportunity for residents to 
express how they feel about their 
home town and show what kind 
of vision can be achieved when 
people are involved and active in 
their community.   
While this is the first of the 
meetings, they will continue to 
be ongoing and will look to the 
community for support and 
ideas.  If you are interested in 
taking part in shaping our com-
munity, you can attend the next 
Perry Hall Plan Meeting on No-
vember 23rd at 7 PM in the con-
ference Room at the Perry Hall 
Library.
